Pendant with Snake K not Bail and Button K not Closure
(Instructions for knots are shown on the following pages. )

Materials:

36 of 2mm satin or leather cord (]cathcr is shown here. ]t

is a little more difficult to knot than the satin).

Donut Pcndant or Pcndant with big enough hole for cord

i. ] hread the cord ’chrough the opening in the
Pendant. Fo”ow the instructions for the Snai«é Knot to work three rows. (]n the Pictures in
the Snake Knot instructions, the Penclant would be uPside down and you would work the
knot down from thcrc).

2. At one end of the cord, tie a ButtOﬂ Knot. Mcasure the ]cmgth of the necklace and move
the knot, if necessary. CllP the end, singe in a flame hcyou are using nﬂlon cord, and puta

droP of SuPer Glue or G5 HHPO (Cement in the middle of the knot.

3. ]:old over the end of the cord and tie an overhand 1<not, making sure it is even with the
button knot. CllP the end and secure with a droP oxcglue.



But’con Kn ot

Make a counter-clockwise looP in the cord
and hold the bottom of the (oop with your left
thumb and Forexcingcr. Thc left end of the
cord will be the fixed end and the end on the

right (with the arrow) will be the moving, end.

2. (The color change shows where the Previous
steP stoPs and the next steP s‘car‘ts). Make
another counter-clockwise loop over the top

P of the first looP.

5. Talce the end down through the looP on the
righ’c, up through the midd]e, and down
through the left looP. Notice the little center
area (highlightec{)‘ This will be imPortant
later. Takc the end across the top of the
fixed end.



4. T ake the end down ’chrough the right loop,
under 2 cords and up t%rough the center area
(higlﬂlightcd in the Prcvious Picture).

Bently and s]ow!y Pu” the ends of the cord
part You should see the slﬁape of the knot

eginning to form.

T here will
looP or2 sticking out.

To move the knot, hold the cord that is on the side that you want to move the knot ’towarc{J
and Push the cord into the knot. Observe which loop is linked to the cord that you Pusl’xcc{.
Pull that loop until the knot is in the Position that you want it. T urn the knot and tightcn all

the looPs until the knot is snug. Alwags keeP turning in the same direction. You will tighten
through 8 loops.



Snakc Knot

This knot must be tied with two cords or two ends of one cord. ln these cliagrams) the fixed

ends of the cords are at the toP.

i With cord B, make a !ooP
around cord A, going under and

2. Loop cord A around cord B,
and bring it down under itsclmc,

througlﬂ the cord B Ioop‘

3. Tighten both ]oops.

4. Bring cord B under cord A,
around the toP of the lmot, and

You will
have to loosen the cord A loop
slightiy.




5. Tiglﬂten the cord B loop. You will now
have two loops from cord B going into the

6. Tum your work over so that cord A is now

on the right. Bring cord A under cord B,
around and down through the second cord B
!oop.

7. Tighten the knot.

8. (Continue turning your work over and
bringing the cord on the right under the
cord on the leFt, around and down througlﬁ
the bottom loop.

To Finislw, g]ue or singe the end, thread
one of the cords onto a needle with a ]arge
eye and weave it into the center of the

knots.
